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Hello all:
In case some of you don’t know me, my name is Kim Wietecha. I am your Governor’s fiancé and first

lady of this wonderful District.  What I have to say will only take a few minutes which I know you will all
appreciate.

As your first lady I asked the Governor if any past first ladies took on a project and he informed me
that it has been a very long time, but yes in the past there were some first ladies who did take on a personal
project that they felt strongly about. He asked me why? I told him that I want to take on a project. When I
told him what it was he said “Go for it”

This is a wonderful opportunity for me to give back to the communities in the Macomb and Oakland
Counties.  I am a softie at heart to many different causes especially when it applies to children and animals.

I make a monthly donation to North Shore Animal Shelter and the Macomb County animal shelter as
well as St. Jude. One day while watching TV I saw a story on how the economy really affected the people in our
counties.  Many of our families are starving and homeless. Many of them are children.

I met with a woman in Oakland County named Charlotte Jones. Charlotte is director at Lighthouse of
Oakland County. She invited us to their fundraiser on May 1 st  called the “Hunger walk”. Charlotte informed me
that they serve over1700 families a month in Oakland County and that number is growing daily. Due to the
economy their food pantry is almost bare and they are having a hard time collecting donations.  They also have
many subsidiaries at their pantry geared to helping many people with many different situations, including
housing women and children in hiding and clothing to help men and women get back in the workplace.  My
project will strictly be the food pantry.

In Macomb County we have over 33% of families that are under the poverty level and I found out that
13% of residents are homeless which is up significantly, many of them children. The Macomb Food Program
experienced a 41% increase for emergency food in the 2008-09 fiscal year.  Over 125,000 people were served
in that year.  I have decided my project for the next year will be a food drive. It will take all the clubs in
Macomb and Oakland to get involved.

What I would like is to have all of the clubs contribute any amount of non- perishable items that they
can afford. For example; Kroger has the 10 for 10 specials all the time so it really won’t cost anybody much.
Please bring your donations to your region, zone and or cabinet meetings and we will forward them to the
shelters.  The food we collect stays in our counties only; the shelters do not service outside of Macomb or
Oakland; that I made sure of.  I feel that if we collect the food in our communities then it should stay in our
communities. We can feed many with just a little help. If there are any clubs in Macomb and Oakland that
would like to be a drop off point for the clubs in your region that would be wonderful. We are looking for 1 club
in each zone to be a drop off point if possible. I asked the Governor if; Our motto is “We Serve” to me this
would be a wonderful way to serve our communities especially in these hard times.  Please join me in an effort
to help our communities as they are in desperate need.
